Girls who have risen through the
Heritage Patrol guild system will be
teach crafts to children and leadership
skills to Journeywomen, as you earn
service hours. If you participate for the
whole week you can earn this years
special Interest Project Award and complete the
Heritage Hunt Interest Patch.
Fee: $10.00 Dates: depending on your availability

At Musikfest, those of you who have advanced to
trainer will act as site supervisors, teach crafts to
children, teach leadership skills to other Heritage
Patrol members, and assist the Heritage Patrol
Advisors as needed.
Fee: None Dates: depending on your availability

*For girls who are interested in participating in
enrichment opportunities for Cadette, Senior and
Ambassador Girl Scouts (Program Aide Training,
Leader-in-Training, etc.), the Heritage Patrol Trainer’s
Course can fulfill the three to four hour Specialization
